Free to GBM and trans people aged 16-20 
in New Zealand

Each kit contains:
● 12 condoms in different sizes and 

materials
● Three types of lube
● Masturbation toy 



The Masturbation Trainer

● an interactive, pick-a-path experience, using a 
live model who masturbates with the viewer

● starting with a standard 56mm condom users 
interact by clicking buttons like:

“It feels too tight” or 
“I want to try something thinner”
